PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The Library tower project will include the following:

· enlarge the two existing elevator shafts 
· replace the elevators to meet ADA requirements
· renovate the existing tower restrooms to meet building code and ADA requirements

· increase the number of plumbing fixtures to meet building code

· replace finishes to include paint and carpet for areas disturbed by the project improvements
· upgrade telecommunications, electrical and HVAC as required for the ADA improvements

The Fire/Smoke System upgrades include repairs and replacement of components associated with the buildings atrium and high-rise smoke control system. These upgrades will require:
· Full review of active smoke control system

· Establish a sequence of operations for the full building smoke control system

· Design complete building smoke control system to operate as a single system
· Design any components to address replacing or removing any failed or extraneous equipment
· Renew/upgrade dry valve in G76 which serves the dry sprinkler system at the loading dock sprinkler system at loading dock
· Design for a new fire pump controller 
The design will be consistent the University’s Design and Construction Manual – http://facilities.uncc.edu/DCManual
Some of the important design elements will be:

· All new and renewed systems must be modeled in 3D according to campus ILM standards (fire/smoke & elevators & other appropriate systems affected by this project).

· Simplicity of design with an emphasis on economical construction and maintainability;

· Energy use and conservation;

· Safety of University visitors, students, and personnel;

· Protection of existing facilities throughout construction and provide logistics plan for construction as building will be occupied during construction.
EXPECTATIONS OF THE DESIGNER:

The Design team must include professionals who can demonstrate high standards of accomplishments and knowledge in the following areas:

· Demonstrated experience in design of fire/smoke system projects, preferably in a higher education setting

· Demonstrated experience in design of HVAC system projects, preferably in a higher education setting
· Demonstrated experience providing provisions within the project documents for a 3rd party independent commissioning authority.
· Demonstrated ability to provide cost-effective design measures for elevator replacement projects.

· Demonstrated ability to coordinate projects that involve multiple constituents.

· Demonstrated ability to design and oversee construction of similar type projects.

· Knowledge of North Carolina State Construction Office and Department of Insurance requirements and procedures.

· Designer must also verify that the firm is independent of any manufacturers, contractors, and suppliers.
Scope of Work:


The Designer shall provide limited AP
, SD/ DD (combined) & CD documents and provide construction administration and inspection services for the elevator replacements.  Designer will provide provisions within the project documents for a 3rd party independent commissioning authority.
The Designer shall schedule meetings with designated University representatives to review each design phase of the project, to include budget and schedule.

The Designer shall submit all necessary documents for a formal North Carolina State Construction Office (SCO) review.
