All submittals will be reviewed by the University Designer Evaluation Committee.  The preliminary evaluation process will be conducted in January 2013 and firms selected for interviews will be notified at that time.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The project is to design roadway intersection improvements at the UNC Charlotte campus intersection of Cameron Boulevard & NC State Highway 49.   Key elements affecting intersection performance include; 
· Pedestrians - the designated route and widths for the pedestrian including both sidewalk and crosswalks 
· Bicyclists - (1) the degree to which pavement is shared or used exclusively by bicycles and (2) the relationship between turning and through movements for motor vehicles and bicycles.
· Motor vehicles - (1) the type of traffic control, (2) the vehicular capacity of the intersection, determined primarily from the number of lanes and traffic control and (3) the ability to make turning movements

EXPECTATIONS OF THE DESIGNER

Scope of Work
The scope of work will include designing road intersection improvements in accordance with NCDOT standards and specifications for NC State Highway 49. Cameron Boulevard roadway improvements will meet the UNC Charlotte design standards. The mast arm traffic signal plans and specifications will be prepared by the City of Charlotte DOT.  Traffic studies will not be part of the scope of work. The City of Charlotte DOT has provided the University with a proposed lane configuration schematic layout that is included herein as Appendix A.
The Designer shall provide SD/ DD & CD documents and provide construction administration and inspection services for the intersection improvements at Cameron Boulevard & NC State Highway 49. 
The Designer shall schedule meetings with designated University representatives to review each design phase of the project, to include budget and schedule.

· Submit booklet in digital format on one (1) DVD or CD in .pdf format.

· Consultant shall prepare and submit for review a report illustrating success in state projects to include examples of completing projects on time and within budget, and any occurrence of litigation.
· For all project examples submitted provide a matrix indicating which team members worked on the project(s).
· Previous experience with state-owned projects and familiarity of State Construction Office and Department of Insurance procedures.

· Team's design and administration philosophy for achieving the client's program and how that philosophy would be applied to this project. 

· Description of the team that will design and administer the project. The qualifications and experiences of persons who will work on this project are of great interest to our committee.

· Capability of the firm to accomplish work in the required time frame.

· Volume of state projects in the past 24 months.
· Geographic proximity to the UNC Charlotte campus.
