All submittals will be reviewed by the University Designer Evaluation Committee.  The preliminary evaluation process will be complete in mid-July and firms winnowed for interviews will be notified at that time.  Interviews are tentatively scheduled to be held in late July.
There will be a mandatory pre-submittal conference for any interested parties held at 2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 21, 2016 in CHHS 147 (building # 63 on the campus map  http://facilities.uncc.edu/maps.)   Visitor parking is available in the Union Deck.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The project is for the construction of 195,100 (est.) gross square foot parking deck expansion to include the following program components.  The expansion will add 627 parking spaces to the existing Union Deck.  The current expectation is to add a 4 bay 5 story structure on the West side of Union Deck. Additional components may be discovered and evaluated through the schematic design process.


The design will be consistent with the Guiding Principles of the Campus Master Plan and the University’s Design Manual.

Some of the important design elements will be:

· Exterior design consistent with established architectural style of campus, university master plan, and university design manual. The expansion should match or complement the existing deck as well as other campus architectural standards. 
· Simplicity of design with an emphasis on economical construction and maintainability.
· Effective and efficient electrical and communication systems.
· Safety of visitors, students, and staff during construction.
· Protection of existing facilities throughout construction.
· Design site plan to minimize any down time of existing Union Deck during construction.

· Integration of systems in expanded deck area with the existing Union Deck systems. i.e. fire alarm system
Location

The Union Deck Expansion site is located on Cameron Road, adjacent to the existing Union Deck.  The new expansion will occupy a large portion of Parking Lot 18.  The construction of the Health & Wellness Center will occur partially in the same time frame as the construction of the Union Deck Expansion and will take place on the adjacent Lot 19.  The design team will need to anticipate the shared use of construction site access and staging.
EXPECTATIONS OF THE DESIGNER:
The designer will assist in determining the exact placement and orientation of the project expansion.   The designer will be expected to present schematic sketches which will present options to the University of how the project area will be developed including space allocations with adjacent entities.   
Throughout the design process the Designer will provide three-dimensional perspective views of the exterior building utilizing CAD software as the design evolves.   The Designer must be willing to conform to the established palette of building materials and site furnishings for new University facilities at UNC Charlotte.

The Design team must include professionals who can demonstrate high standards of accomplishments and knowledge in the following areas:

· Designing and administering construction of major projects within budgets and in a timely manner—proven track records; 
· Designing parking structures and expansion of parking structures.

· Experience with the various construction delivery methods to include design-bid-build.
· Working with multiple user groups and committees;

· North Carolina State Construction Office and Department of Insurance requirements and procedures;
· Building Information Modeling from design through construction.
· Success in working with multiple design disciplines.
Scope of Work:

The Union Deck Expansion project will replace the lost parking spaces from Lots 18 and 19 and provide 270 additional parking spaces. 

The Designer will review the facility requirements, pre-programming documents, schedules and cost estimates provided by University Capital staff.

With the aid of UNC Charlotte Capital Projects and Parking Services, the designer will update previous pre-programming information to include the development and presentation of options for the most economical and cost effective building size, grouping and/or vertical stacking of functions.  .

The Pre-program refinement deliverable shall include:

· A detailed study of the 4 bay 5 story addition.
· Verification of parking space counts.

· Verification of construction cost estimate.

· 3D studies of the exterior appearance of the expansion structure in relation to the existing Union Deck and the planned Health & Wellness Center on the adjacent lot.

· Development of support spaces including service areas, mechanical and electrical spaces, and other required spaces not listed above.

· Study of appropriate entrance and exit traffic pattern.

· An evaluation of requirements for lighting, security and required connections to both current and future building needs.  
· Site development costs for drainage, treatment of storm water run off, roads, parking, walks, irrigation, signage, utilities, etc.

The Designer shall schedule meetings with designated University representatives to review required data collection, technical, maintenance, budget and schedule requirements.

The Designer shall develop a final design solution from the pre-program refinement that is approved by the University and develop SD/DD and CD documents for SCO submittal.
The designer will provide construction administration and closeout services for the project.
