There will not be a pre-proposal meeting, but designers can visit the site.

Scope of Work:


The Designer shall provide SD/ DD (combined) & CD documents and provide construction administration and inspection services for the elevator replacement.  

The Designer shall schedule meetings with designated University representatives to review each design phase of the project, to include budget and schedule.

The Designer shall submit all necessary documents for a formal North Carolina State Construction Office (SCO) review.

BUDGET:  Full authorization has been approved for this project at $800,000.
